Data Sources:

· Books moved into new genres

· Sub-Groups show what genre each book resides in the collection
Timeline and Target Date:

Completed by October - Weed and tag books with genre (post-it notes or stickers work best at first). Order stickers and label protectors
November – Begin moving books to new area. Set up sub-location in Follett.
December – Finish placing stickers on spine and cover with protector. Finish scanning books into their sub-location.
Strategies and Action Steps:

· Look at each book and decide what genre the book should reside. (Many books will overlap, you may want to let students vote on those titles/series to see where those books should be placed.) This is also a good time to weed any old or outdated materials.
· Decide what genres you will be using in your collection based on needs and student input.
· Order stickers or labels to use for each genre (order label protectors to keep labels and stickers in place).
· Decide where each genre will be housed (shelf space) and begin placing books in that area.
· In Follett set up a sub-category for each genre. 
· Place the books in the assigned sub-category or genre.
· Create signage for each genre.
